Your House and Feng Shui

I am always struck by how many people, when they visit my house for the first time, compliment us on having a wonderful house.  We have a modest house with normal furnishings.  When this happened recently I got to thinking why do people feel we have a great house.

When we moved to this house 2 ½ years ago, I consciously used Feng Shui principals when decorating.  Could this be, perhaps, why people love our house?  

Let’s discuss this.  In Feng Shui, every direction has attributes.  These attributes correspond to the element associated with each direction.  All I did was use some of these attributes.  

In Feng Shui there are five elements that we use to create a productive cycle.  They are Wood, Fire, Earth, Metal and Water.  If you have the elements in this order, you are in a productive cycle.  Each element is also associated with directions.  Wood is for the Southeast and east; Fire is south, Earth is Southwest, Northeast and Center; Metal is West and Northwest and Water is North.

Looking at the entire house floor plan, I used the attributes of these elements in their natural directions.  They don’t have to be garish.  For instance, in the south I used a beige tinged with red, red being the color for fire.  A soft orangey color is in the west rooms.  So color is one way of introducing the appropriate element for each direction.

Shape is another way of utilizing the element.  In the east, rectangular pictures can be used instead of square, preferably pictures of woods, green being the color for the east.  Round metal frames should be used in the west, for the metal element.

The materials for articles in each direction can support the element of that direction.  Glass or mirrors would support the north element of water.  Earth for the Southwest or Northeast would use ceramic or marble items.

Now, that you have the overall house in the productive cycle, you want to repeat this with each room.

There are many attributes that can be utilized, I’ve mentioned a few.  Have fun with it.  Feng Shui isn’t just about having money frogs or bamboo flutes.  Your house can be a showcase and adhere to Feng Shui principals.
