How can you use Feng Shui to find love or make it better?

In the productive cycle of Feng Shui, Wood supports Fire, Fire supports Earth, Earth supports Metal, Metal supports Water and Water supports Earth.  This cycle should start in the East with Fire in the South, Earth in the Southwest, Metal in the West, Water in the North.

In order to “activate” this area, use objects that are square in shape or objects that are made out of ceramic, marble or pottery.  As Fire supports earth you can also use candles or triangular objects or the color red.  Red is the color of the element Fire. Red is a powerful color that elicits strong emotions; therefore, it is no coincidence that red roses are associated with love from a Feng Shui perspective.  

Decorations should portray the idea of a couple.  Be careful, don’t use objects with a lot of items, they will symbolize others interfering with the couple. Think in terms of the number 2,  two candlesticks with red or pink candles, a square picture of a couple.
