I had an opportunity to visit China in September.  It was interesting to see how the Chinese have used the Form School of Feng Shui.  Although the Communists have destroyed many of the old structures, those that remain were good examples of the Form School.

The Form School uses animal symbolism to evaluate whether the site is a good Feng Shui location.  There are four animals important to Feng Shui: The Green Dragon, The White Tiger, The Black Turtle, and The Red Phoenix.  The Black Turtle should be behind the structure to offer support and protection.  Jagged peaks symbolize this.

The White Tiger hills on the right, and the Green Dragon hills on the left, merge together to create auspicious Chi. Tiger hills are lower than Dragon hills.  The Dragon is YANG and the Tiger in YIN.  Because Tiger is YIN, no major structure or activity should be done here, it should be peaceful and quiet.  It is considered foolish to activate the Tiger as you could direct its ferocity at the residents of the structure.  The Dragon is the principal symbol of Form School Feng Shui.  The Cosmic breath of the dragon is believed to influence natural forces intangible in the environment, which translate into auspicious and inauspicious luck.  The Dragon is the sign of strength and goodness.

The Red Phoenix should be found in front and represents the life of ease and luxury.

What were some of the examples of this I saw in China?  All of the gardens showed this landform with a backdrop as something solid like a rock or trees.  More rocks and shrubs to the left (Green Dragon).  The right is flatter with even smaller items, while the front Position (Red Phoenix) would be in front of a pond with small rocks or shrubs to mark the boundary.  The Forbidden City displays some of the symbolism of the Landform Feng Shui ideas.  Pagodas typically have a higher structure on the left and a lower structure on the right.

They lived Feng Shui in their daily life.
